Rui Chenggang is a director and anchor at China Central Television, the national TV networks of China. Reaching a global audience of hundreds of millions, Chenggang seeks to redefine international journalism in China through his programs. As a co-founder, anchor and director of China’s first international television channel, Chenggang aims to restore and promote a balanced global image of Chinese society. He currently produces and anchors the daily prime-time business shows, Global Connection and Economic New List, on CCTV Business Channel. As CCTV's only bilingual business anchor, Chenggang has interviewed numerous world's top politicians, business leaders and economists.  Since 1999, he has interviewed over 300 worldwide chairpersons and CEOs of Fortune 500 companies, and more than 40 heads of states. 

In 2006, Chenggang was named by the World Economic Forum as one of the 100 Most Influential Media Leaders of the World. In 2001, he became the youngest research fellow of Development Research Center of the State Council of China. Also in 2001, he was awarded Global Leader for Tomorrow by the World Economic Forum, at its annual meeting in Davos, Switzerland. In 2005, Chenggang was selected as the youngest Yale World Fellow in the history of Yale University, and is joined by 17 outstanding future leaders of the world in this very special leadership program. 

Chenggang writes avidly in his blog about social, cultural and business issues. He is the author of China’s best-selling book Life Begins At Thirty. Chenggang has degrees in economics from China Foreign Affairs University. He is a visiting professor at the School of TV & Journalism of China Central Academy of Drama.
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
