Terms and Conditions


Eligibility

· The contestant must be at least eighteen (18) years of age, as of the date of submission, to enter the video contest.
· The contestant can be either an individual or a team.
· To submit a video, the contestant must be a registered user of YouTube or other online video sharing site. To sign up for an account on YouTube, please visit http://www.youtube.com/create_account
· The nationality and age of the video contestant must be clearly indicated in the user profile of YouTube or other video sharing site used to upload the video.
· Current or former staff members of the World Trade Organization and their immediate family members are not eligible for consideration in the contest.

Video Content
· The video entry must be related to the WTO Public Forum's overall  theme "Seeking Answers to Global trade Challenges", and/or to any of the main topics that will be addressed at this year's  forum:
· Food security 

· Trade in natural resources 

· Made in the world and value-added-trade
· What next for the trading system

The video entries should be no more than five (5) minutes in length. Only videos uploaded to a video sharing site will be accepted (please follow the site instructions).
· The video must be in English, French or Spanish, or subtitled in one of those languages.  For simple instructions on how to create closed captioned subtitles for YouTube videos, please see http://www.youtube.com/t/captions_about 
· The video submissions should be original and unpublished work. You may not submit any video previously used in any other competition or that has been previously published.
· The video submissions may not contain any offensive or inappropriate content, infringe on any intellectual property or other rights of any person or entity, or violate any law or advocate illegal activity


Submission

· Upload your video to www.youtube.com or any other online video sharing site using your  personal account, with a tag: WTOvideo2011
· Please send the link of the video to the following email address:  publicforum2011@wto.org
· To be eligible for the contest, your video and the related documentation must be received by 18:00 p.m. Friday, 26 August 2011, Geneva time.
· There is no fee to enter your video in this contest.

· The World Trade Organization will ask finalists and winners to provide a copy of their original video file prior to distributing prizes. Accordingly, you should keep a copy of the video in the original format.

· By submitting your video into the contest, you grant to the World Trade Organization the right to copy, edit, modify, publish, distribute or display the content of the video and elements embodied within the video.

· The World Trade Organization will not be responsible for lost, late, misdirected, damaged submissions or for e-mail, internet, computer, phone, and/or any other technical errors, malfunctions, and delay that may prevent you from uploading your video to the competition. All responsibilities related to submitting a qualifying entry fall on the contestant or potential contestant.
Selection
· The World Trade Organization Secretariat will be responsible for viewing and selecting the video submissions.
· The selection will be based on the criteria of logical and clear presentation, creativity and originality.
· The World Trade Organization will select finalists from valid entries, and will post finalist videos to the WTO YouTube channel.  The best videos will also have the chance to be played at the WTO Public Forum 2011.
· An additional prize will be awarded for "Most Popular Video" to be determined by YouTube viewers. 
· The results will be announced in the first week of September 2011. The winners will be notified via email at the address provided on the submission form.

Prizes
· The winner of the video contest will be invited to the WTO in Geneva, Switzerland to participate in the Public Forum from 19 to 21 September 2011. The World Trade Organization will fund and arrange the travelling details. If the selected winner lives in the Geneva region, a comparable prize will be awarded.
· Prize for team entries will be awarded to the person submitting the video. The World Trade Organization assumes no responsibility for prize distribution among team members.

· The finalist videos will be posted on the WTO's YouTube channel.  The "Most Popular Video" selected by the YouTube viewers will be awarded a special WTO gift. 
· Best videos have the possibility to be viewed at the WTO Public Forum 2011.
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
