Draft Programme
(as of 30 November 2009)
The training activity will begin on Tuesday, 16 February PM by a presentation of the UNEP- WTO Report on Trade and Climate Change. The presentation will focus on the following issues at the intersection of trade and climate change:  climate change - the current state of knowledge;  trade and climate change:  theory and evidence;  multilateral work related to climate change;  and national policies to mitigate, and adapt to, climate change, and their trade implications.
On Wednesday, 17 February AM, in the context of the CTE discussion of carbon footprint labels and international trade, experts from IGOs will inform the participants on their recent work, including on issues such as the measurement of carbon footprint, schemes on carbon footprint of products and relevant international standards.  Participants will be invited to share their national experiences.     
Finally, on Thursday, 18 February PM, a workshop will be held on environmental goods and services negotiations.  The activity will include a briefing to participants on the state‑of play of CTESS work pursuant to the roadmap agreed in September 2009, especially as regards the determination of the universe of environmental goods and other cross-cutting issues of particular interest to developing country Members.

This training activity will be held back-to-back with the meeting of the Committee on Trade and environment on 17 February and the Committee on  Trade and Environment Special Session on 18 and 19 February 2010.
