The workshop aims at presenting the available sources of tariff information and trade analytical tools, so as to help participants to use them in particular in assessing the proposed tariff reduction modalities.

	The target audience for this course are government officials from: 
Antigua and Barbuda, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Montserrat, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago (host country).
This course is addressed to government officials who are directly involved in the NAMA negotiations and those who will be involved in scheduling new tariff commitments. Each government is cordially invited to nominate two capital-based officials involved in NAMA, one directly involved in the policy making aspects and a second official involved in scheduling new tariffs, e.g. Finance or Customs department.  It is advisable that at least one of the officials should have experience in manipulating trade and tariff data electronically, using Excel or database software.  As part of the IDB notification requirements for WTO Members, participants are also requested to bring to the workshop their country's latest applied tariff and the most detailed tariff line level import data in electronic format for submission to the WTO Integrated Data Base as these data would be important for future analytical work and for further tariff simulation studies.

	For this workshop, the IDB/INTAL will provide financing to cover travel expenses and per diem for two participants by country, in accordance with IDB regulations. Additional nominees will be on a self-financing basis.
