· critically assess the proposals put forward by other delegations

· utilise WTO tools useful to conduct negotiations, such as the IDB and the CTS

· identify national and regional interests

· monitor progress in the negotiations and keep up to date on the state of play

· implement the negotiated modalities, once adopted, including by preparing new Schedules of concessions

Participants are expected to gain increased autonomy to conduct such analyses and tasks, thereby improving the support they are able to offer to Geneva-based delegations conducting NAMA negotiations.
