Jim Sanford (United States)

Mr. Sanford has been Deputy Assistant U.S. Trade Representative for Europe at the Office of the U.S. Trade Representative since June 2002. His responsibilities primarily involve the development and implementation of U.S. trade policy with the European Union (EU).  Mr. Sanford has devoted particular attention to addressing a broad range of European regulatory issues and developing a number of key policy approaches for advancing U.S.-EU regulatory cooperation.  Prior to joining USTR in 1998 as the Director for European Affairs, he served as an international economist with the U.S. Department of Commerce and as an economic analyst at the U.S. Department of Justice’s Antitrust Division.

Simon Holland (European Commission) 

Mr. Holland works for the Enterprise and Industry Directorate-General of the European Commission, where he is responsible for regulatory cooperation, with particular responsibilities for Canada. Since joining the European Commission in 1989, he has worked in communication technology standardisation, telematics research and trans-European communications networks.  Before taking up his current post he was responsible for strategic planning in the Directorate-General.  Prior to joining the European Commission, Mr Holland worked in  the IT industry.

Grisha Deitch (Israel) 

Mr. Deitch has served as Israel’s Commissioner of Standardization since 1994 and is responsible for laboratory approval and for market surveillance of  conformity to standards.  He has worked with the Ministry of Industry, Trade and Labor for 35 years, initially in the National Physical Laboratory of Israel, as head of the Physical Standards Division.  Previously he served for one year as Controller of Weights and Measures where he was responsible for all aspects of legal metrology in the country.  He is also Technical Director of the National Physical Laboratory of Israel and is a member of the boards of directors of the Standards Institution of Israel and ISRAC – The Israel Accreditation Authority.  He has a Master’s degree in applied physics from Vilnius State University of Lithuania and has to his credit some 39 publications which have appeared in Israel and abroad.
